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PPRREEAAMMBBLLEE  
The Australian Junior Volleyball Championship (the Tournament) is a state-based Tournament held each 

year to determine the Australian National Champions in a range of junior age divisions (International Teams 

may also compete subject to the conditions listed below). The Tournament also awards the President’s Cup 

to the best performing Member State at the Championships. 

The following document outlines the rules, regulations and requirements of the Tournament. 
 

11..  GGOOVVEERRNNAANNCCEE  
Volleyball Australia (VA) through the VA Board controls all national volleyball competitions. The 

Australian Junior Volleyball Championships (AJVC) is organised by Volleyball Australia by the 

Competitions & Events Department in conjunction with the Host State.  

The Australian Volleyball Referees Commission (AVRC) is integral to the successful delivery of the 

Tournament by appointing suitably qualified Tournament officials. This authority transfers to the 

Control Committee for the duration of the Tournament. 

The Organisational Structure of the event can be found in Appendix 1 

1.1 CONTROL COMMITTEE  

The Control Committee is the highest authority during the Tournament, with the powers of VA and 

AVRC. It exists from the morning of the practice day, until the conclusion of the Tournament. 

The Control Committee consists of the Technical Delegate (Competition), the Technical Delegate 

(Referees) and the Competition Manager. The Technical Delegate (Competition) shall be the chair of 

the committee. 

The Control Committee is responsible for:- 

• The smooth running of all activities related to the competition. 

• The adherence to VA Constitution, Regulations for National Competitions and the Official 

Volleyball Rules. 

• The conducting of a General Technical Meeting on the day before the start of competition. 

• The conducting of a Referees Workshop, prior to the General Technical Meeting. 

1.2 SUB COMMITTEES OF THE CONTROL COMMITTEE 

During the conduct of the Tournament, the Control Committee may find it necessary to appoint Sub-

Committees to assist with its duties.  

They may include but are not limited to:- 

• Disciplinary Sub-Committee 

• Communications Sub-Committee 

• Awards Sub-Committee 

• Tournament Coaches Committee 

• All Star Seven Committee 

1.2.1 Tournament Coaches Committee: - The integrity of the competition, development of the 

players and smooth running of the event relies on the standards set and adhered to by the 

coaches assigned to delegations.  

The Tournament Coaches Committee consists of the Technical Delegate (Competition) and 

coaching representatives from each of the Member States forming the Australian National 

Junior Championships of the time.  Representative Coaches must complete a nominated at 
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the Technical Meeting. It exists from the Technical Meeting, until the conclusion of the 

Tournament. 

The role of the Tournament Coaches Committee is to meet ad hoc in an instance where a 

complaint is made to the Technical Delegate (Competition) of such a nature that it is 

deemed appropriate for the parties that are the subject of the complaint to be notified of 

the complaint and formally counselled. 

The outcomes of any meetings of the Tournament Coaches Committee will be documented 

by the Technical Delegate (Competition) and form part of their report at the conclusion of 

the event.  If deemed appropriate by VA, contact will be made with the Member State(s) to 

discuss further action involving incidents the subject to a Coaches Committee investigation. 

 

1.2.2 All Star Seven Committee: - The All Star Seven Awards will be awarded to the seven (7) 

best performed players in each division. An All Star Seven Convener for each age group will 

be appointed by the Control Committee. The All Star Seven Committee consists of every 

coach in that age division (i.e. all U17 Men’s Coaches). 

 Where possible the All Star Seven Committee will operate in the following manner; 

• Nomination Forms will be handed out in the Team Registration Packs. Coaches are to 

submit a shortlist of players from their team to the Convenor by Wednesday of the 

Tournament. 

• A meeting of the Committee will be held on Wednesday to discuss the overall 

shortlist of players for that age division. 

• Coaches will then watch shortlisted players until the end of Friday’s matches. 

• The Committee will re-convene on Friday to select the seven (7) best performed 

players, regardless of their playing position. 

• The Convenor will submit Final Selections to the Tournament Office by end of games 

Friday night. 

22..  TTEEAAMMSS  RRIIGGHHTT  TTOO  PPAARRTTIICCIIPPAATTEE  

2.1 ELIGIBILITY OF TEAMS 

The Australian Junior Volleyball Championships are reserved for the Member State Representative or 

Regional teams. 

There will be a maximum of three (3) teams in the U17 age division, two (2) teams in the U19 division 

and one (1) team in the U21 division from each Member State. 

VA will determine, from time to time, entry limitations in specific Tournaments. 

2.2 INTERNATIONAL TEAMS 

International Teams will be allowed to participate at the Australian Junior Volleyball Championships, 

with approval of the VA Board, and shall compete on an equal basis with all other teams in the 

competition with the exception of Gold or Bronze medal playoff games. At the completion of the 

competition format the top four Australian teams will contest the finals matches i.e. 1st and 2nd 

placed Australian teams the Grand Final; 3rd and 4th placed Australian Teams the Bronze Playoff.  

International teams displaced from the top four will assume places from 5th downwards in finishing 

order. 

International teams from the Oceania Region may be National or Regional Teams from their Country 

of Origin. Teams from countries in regions other than the Oceania Region will be bona fide Regional 
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Teams from their Country of Origin, as confirmed in writing by their National Federation. Non 

Oceania Region National Teams may participate under Invitational Status only (see below) 

International teams are obliged to fulfil all registration and nomination requirements. 

International Teams will not exceed 25% of any division. 

2.3 INVITATIONAL TEAMS 

The VA Board may accept teams to the Tournament as Invitational Teams. These may be teams 

which do not meet the criteria as described in section 2.2 - International Teams - above, or which 

include players that do not meet the criteria as stated in Section 3 - Players Right To Participate.  

Invitational Teams will compete in all phases of the Tournament with the exception of Gold or Bronze 

medal playoffs.  On the completion of a playing phase of the Tournament (pool play or round robin), 

if the Invitational Team finishes in a position that is on a pathway to a Gold or Bronze medal playoff, 

they will be relegated to the highest position that is not on such a pathway.  All eligible teams ranked 

lower will then move up one position. 

2.4 TEAM NOMINATION AND REGISTRATION 

No later than four months prior to the Tournament, each Member State will notify the Host State of 

how many teams it will be nominating to the Tournament.  

No later than six weeks prior to the Tournament, each Member State will submit its “02 Team 

Registration Forms” (Appendix 2), together with players’ proof of age documents, the specified entry 

fee and any player certificates of clearance to the Host State. 

If Member States have more than one team competing in any division, they must prioritise their 

nominations for seeding purposes. The priority is to be advised at the same time as the submission of 

the “Team Registration Forms”. 

33..  PPLLAAYYEERRSS  RRIIGGHHTT  TTOO  PPAARRTTIICCIIPPAATTEE  

3.1 REGISTRATION – AUSTRALIAN PLAYERS 

All Players and Team Officials must be current registered members of the State Association they 

represent. 

3.2 CITIZENSHIP 

All players representing Member States must be Australian Citizens (a citizen is defined as a person 

who holds, or is entitled to hold, an Australian passport). 

3.3 EXCEPTIONS  

Dispensation to citizenship criteria may be considered in special cases, following submissions being 

made to the VA Board through the VA Competitions & Events Manager. (No more than two (2) non-

Australian Citizens may play for any team representing a Member State). 

3.4 PROOF OF AGE 

Proof of age (passport or birth certificate) for all players must be supplied at the Team Registration 

(see clause 4.2). 

3.5 REGISTRATION - INTERNATIONAL TEAMS/PLAYERS 

VA assumes responsibility to ensure that international teams and players playing in the Tournament 

are doing so with the sanction of their National Federations. 
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3.6 PLAYERS IN VTA and AVF REPRESENTATIVE TEAMS 

When a player joins the Volleyball Team Australia Program (VTA), VA will determine which Member 

State the player is eligible to represent. This determination will be maintained by VA. VTA players 

may transfer to another Member State for a 12 month period, upon the issue of a “Certificate of 

Clearance” (Appendix 3) from their Home State. At the conclusion of the 12 month period, the VTA 

player returns to the original Member State. 

3.7 INTERSTATE TRANSFERS 

Any person registered as a playing member of a Member State, must first obtain a Certificate of 

Clearance (Appendix 3) from the Member State in which they are registered, before being eligible to 

compete as a member of any team from any other Member State. 

Any Member State receiving an application for a “Certificate of Clearance” must consider the 

application and inform the applicant in writing of the outcome within fourteen (14) days of receiving 

the application. If a decision is not made within the 14 day period, the application will be deemed 

approved. 

Once a player has transferred to another Member State, there is a compulsory six (6) month period 

when no other transfers can be approved for that player. 

The “Certificate of Clearance” must specify any mutually agreed conditions of transfer (i.e.: - 

specified period, specified competitions, transfer fees, etc). 

Should any Member State refuse to grant a Certificate of Clearance, the applicant or their Home 

State, will have the right of appeal to Volleyball Australia. VA through the VA Board is empowered to 

ratify, or veto, the decisions of Member States, in regard to all Interstate transfers. 

A $50 administration fee, made payable to VA, must accompany every player transfer.  This is to be 

paid within fourteen (14) days of the Certificate of Clearance being received by the applicant, and 

must be accompanied by a copy of the Certificate of Clearance.   

Approved clearances must accompany the “Team Nomination Form” (Appendix 2). 
 

44..  PPRREE  TTOOUURRNNAAMMEENNTT  MMEEEETTIINNGGSS  

4.1 GENERAL TECHNICAL MEETING 

Those attending will be the Control Committee members, Heads of Delegation, Coaches, Referees 

and Tournament Staff. 

The meeting agenda will include (but is not limited to) the following:- 

• Welcome by the Technical Delegate (Competition) 

• Introduction of the Technical Delegates, Tournament Staff and Referees. 

• Tournament overview 

• Venue overview 

• Reports on the eligibility of players and team uniforms 

• Drug Testing Policy 

• Technical matters of the competition and training schedule 

• Transportation 

• Miscellaneous 

The Technical Delegate (Competition) will chair the meeting. 
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4.2 TEAM REGISTRATION UPON ARRIVAL 

All teams are required to register with Tournament officials on the Training Day to confirm that they 

have arrived at the venue.  This registration process includes the proof of age verification of players 

(see clause 3.4). Also any medical certificates are required to be handed into officials at this time, 

including certificates for compression garments. 

The organisers will then hand over any relevant information, including the Final Draw. It is 

recommended that the organisers provide each team with a “Pack” of information containing the 

draw for their division, programs for all players, and any other relevant sponsorship and tourist 

information. 
 

55..  CCEERREEMMOONNIIEESS  

5.1 OPENING CEREMONY 

The Opening Ceremony will be held at the Competition Venue on the eve of the commencement of 

the competition. 

5.2 CLOSING CEREMONY 

The Closing Ceremony should be held in the competition venue, immediately following the 

conclusion of the last final. 

66..  TTOOUURRNNAAMMEENNTT  FFOORRMMAATT    

6.1 AGE DIVISIONS 

There will be six age divisions- 

• Under 21 - Men and Women 

• Under 19 - Men and Women 

• Under 17 - Men and Women 

Age Divisions are defined as:- 

• Under 21 - younger than and does not turn 21 years of age during the year of the 

Tournament. 

• Under 19 - younger than and does not turn 19 years of age during the year of the 

Tournament 

• Under 17 - younger than and does not turn 17 years of age during the year of the 

Tournament 

6.2 TOURNAMENT SCHEDULE 

Sunday:  Practice at playing venue.  

    Referees Workshop, General Technical Meeting and Opening Ceremony. 

Monday to Friday:  Competition 

Saturday:   Finals and Closing Ceremony. 

6.3 CONSTRUCTING THE DRAW 

Four weeks prior to the Tournament, VA will construct a draw for the playing sequence of matches.  

The sequence of matches will be in accordance with a pre-determined draw structure, relative to the 

number of teams participating. 
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In the event of a team withdrawing from the Tournament prior to the commencement of play, a new 

draw will be prepared for that division. 

In the event that a team withdraws after the start of play the following shall occur:- 

 

6.3.1 If the division can be restructured to minimise the impact of the missing team, and ensure 

that teams will still achieve the match conditions described in these regulations, then the 

restructure shall be undertaken subject to approval of Technical Delegate (Competition) 

and the Control Committee.  Such a restructure shall not render any completed matches 

(other than forfeits) null and void.  

 

6.3.2 If the division cannot be restructured in such a way that completed matches can be 

incorporated, then the division shall proceed as drawn with a forfeit for all matches 

involving the withdrawn team.  The withdrawn team and/or its state will still be required to 

provide duty personnel for all rostered duties for that team.  

6.4 COMPETITION STRUCTURE 

The competition format is based on the number of nominations received in each age division as 

follows- 

• Less Than 4 Teams - Division is not played – nominations cancelled 

• 4 or 5 Teams - Double Round Robin 

• 6-10 Teams - Single Round Robin 

• More Than 10 Teams - Pool Play structure as determined by VA. 

In the case of a Round Robin format, VA and/or the Technical Delegate (Competition) will conduct a 

Drawing of Lots for team positions. 

In the case of Pool Play, teams will be seeded using the following criteria:- 

• For all age divisions (U17, U19 and U21) teams will be seeded on the previous year’s results 

(i.e. The U19 Women will be seeded based on the results of the previous AJVC U19 

Women’s Competition). 

A Preliminary Draw will be sent to all participating Member States a minimum of three (3) weeks 

prior to the Tournament. (The Final draw will be distributed at Team Registrations). 

6.5 DISPUTES REGARDING SEEDING  

If a dispute regarding the seeding of any team is unresolved 2 weeks prior to the Tournament, details 

of the dispute will be submitted in writing, by both the Competitions & Events Manager and the 

Member State, to the VA Board, for final resolution. 

6.6 DRAW PRINCIPLES 

The draw will guarantee every team a minimum of 5 matches in the Tournament.  All matches shall 

be best of five sets with no time limit as described in FIVB Rules of the Game. 

Each team will play on every day of the Tournament, with the exception of Finals day. 

Teams will play a maximum of two matches in a day. 

Matches will be scheduled with a Guaranteed Earliest Start Time (GEST). 

The daily match timeslots will be:- 

Time Slot 1 -  8:30am 

Time Slot 2 -  10:00am

Time Slot 3 -  11:30am 

Time Slot 4 -  1:30pm 

Time Slot 5 -  3:00pm

The first match of the day will commence as per the scheduled time. Subsequent matches will 

commence as per the GEST, or 20 minutes after the preceding match concludes. (The preceding 

match is deemed to have concluded once the first referee of the preceding match has signed the 

score sheet for that match).  Commencement, in the context of this rule refers to the whistle to 

commence the first rally of the match. 

There will be a 20 minute protocol between matches, “Pre-Match Protocol”, as determined by the 

rules and conventions that prevail within the rules of the game and their international interpretation 

at the time (Appendix 5). This protocol may be altered at the discretion of the Technical Delegate 

(Competition), but will never exceed 20 minutes. 

6.7 ALLOCATION OF TOURNAMENT POINTS 

Match points are allocated as follows: 

Match won    - 2 points 

Match lost    - 1 point 

Forfeit or disqualification  - 0 points 

6.8 ELIGIBILITY FOR FINALS 

The final four placing’s in the Tournament will be determined by a Grand Final and Bronze Medal 

Playoff. 

In the case of single and double round robins, places in the Grand Final will go to the top two teams 

after the completion of the rounds. The third and fourth placed teams will contest the Bronze Medal 

Playoff.  

In the case of pool play, eligibility for finals is defined by the adopted competition structure.  

6.9 IN THE CASE OF A TIE 

In the case of a tie in Tournament points between two or more teams at the completion of round 

robin or pool play, the following processes will be used to break the tie.  These processes are to be 

applied in the order listed and as soon as the tied teams are separated by one of the processes, no 

subsequent processes are to be applied. 
 

Set Ratio 

The order of ranking will be determined by Set Ratios, with the team with the highest set ratio 

awarded the higher placing in the round robin or pool play:

Team A has the highest set ratio and is therefore awarded the higher placing in the round robin or 

pool play.  
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Points Ratio 

If the tie still exists after the calculation of the Set Ratio, the order of ranking will be determined by 

Points Ratio.  The team with the highest point ratio will be awarded the higher placing in the round 

robin or pool play:

Example of Points Ratio Process 

Team A: won 444 points, lost 356, played 800  

Team B: won 421 points, lost 279, played 700 

Team A Points Ratio = 444/800 = 0.555  Team B Points Ratio = 421/700 = 0.601 

Team B has the highest Points Ratio and is therefore awarded the higher placing in the round robin 

or pool play.  

If the tie still exists after the calculation of the Points Ratio, the order of ranking will be determined 

on the basis of aspects of matches completed between the tied teams.   

 

Coin Toss 

If the tie still exists after the calculation of Points Ratio, a coin toss will be used to separate the tied 

teams.  The team that wins the Coin Toss will be awarded the higher placing in the round robin or 

pool play. 
 

77..  MMAATTCCHH  CCOONNDDIITTIIOONNSS  

7.1 MATCH RULES 

All matches will be played according to FIVB Rules of the Game 2009-2012.  Exceptions to these rules 

are: 

• The 12 Substitution Rule; 

• The Libero per Set Rule.

7.3 PROTEST RESOLUTION  

In the first instance, protests must be resolved according to the "On the Spot Resolution Procedure” 

(Appendix 6).  

The Team Coach must present protests concerning the result of a match, not immediately resolved, 

in writing, to the Control Committee, within one hour of the completion of the match concerned. 

The Control Committee will then consider the application within 6 hours of the completion of the 

match. The Control Committee’s verdict will be final for the duration of the Tournament.  

88..  TTEEAAMM  OOBBLLIIGGAATTIIOONNSS  

8.1 PLAYING COMMITMENT 

It is the participating Team’s responsibility to be at the venue prepared to take the court to play their 

match at the Guaranteed Earliest Start Time (GEST). 
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A team will be regarded as unable to fulfil its playing commitment, if it cannot field a minimum of 8 

players for any game during the Tournament. Exceptions may be made where clear evidence of 

injury is presented to the Control Committee. 

Any team, which fails to fulfil its playing commitment due to injury, will be expelled from the 

Tournament.  The results of any matches already played by an expelled team will be cancelled, and 

regarded as a forfeit by the expelled team.   

Any team (minimum of 8 players), which fails to take the court at the start of the match, as signalled 

by the 1st Referee, will penalised with an on the spot fine. A sliding scale of fines will be implemented 

until the team arrives at the venue to play (see Section 12). Any team that does not arrive at the 

venue within 60 minutes of the signalled start of the match will forfeit the game and be fined the 

team’s entry fee. 

8.2 MATCH DUTY 

Each rostered duty team will provide a Scoreboard Operator and 2 Line judges. 

Duty personnel are to report to the Match Referee no later than 10 minutes before the 

commencement of the match. Duty personnel are to be neatly dressed and will present themselves 

in keeping with the standard of the competition and the image of the game. Line judges must remain 

standing throughout the match. They may rest between sets.  Bare feet and open-toed shoes (i.e. 

thongs and sandals) will not be permitted. 

8.3 NOMINATED REFEREES 

8.3.1 All Nominated Referees are to be independent of any other duties at the Tournament, and 

must be available to officiate at all times during the Tournament. 

8.3.2 Each participating Member State or International Team must supply the specified number of 

Nominated Referees, according to the number of teams they have registered in the 

Tournament (see chart below).

Where a Member State has in excess of 10 teams registered, the principle of one referee per 

two teams, or part thereof, thereafter, will apply. 

8.3.3 The Host State will provide an additional six (6) nominated referees to that number required 

by the above chart. 
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8.3.4 The AVRC may recommend that States include certain individual referees as part of their 

nominated referees. 

8.3.5 Referee Grading: 

U/21-   AA standard or above 

U/19 -   National A standard or above 

U/17 -  State A standard or above (with the provision that they are applying for 

upgrade at the event) 

8.3.6 Member States or International Teams failing to supply the calculated number of nominated 

referees to the Tournament will be liable to a fine as determined by the VA Board, of not less 

than $1000 per referee, payable to VA. Proxy Referees will be appointed where necessary 

and the fine will be used to cover the costs of that referee (flights, accommodation, etc). 

8.3.7 Any referee that withdraws from AJVC prior to the competition and airfares have already 

been purchased for them, will be liable for the cost of their airfares and any other 

Tournament costs already incurred. An invoice recouping the costs will be sent to the referee 

and a copy to the Member State/National Federation immediately. 

8.4  REFEREE DUTIES 

• Referees will provide all duty officials for the first match on each day of competition. 

• Referees will be rostered as scorers for all competition matches. 

• Referees must attend the seminar held on the training day. 

• Referees must stay and officiate for the whole of the competition. 

• Referees are subject to the AVRC “Code of Conduct” for the entire period of the event. 

8.5  MATCH DUTY ROSTER 

Line judges must not talk to other people while performing their duties. They are not permitted to be 

in possession of mobile phones or compact CD players/ipods whilst performing their duties. They 

may be changed during the interval between sets but all line judges for the match must report to the 

referees for instructions ten (10) minutes prior to the commencement of the match 

Teams will be scheduled for court duty on the following basis:- 

• Teams will only be scheduled for court duty immediately after they play. 

• No team will have more than one additional duty commitment than any other team in the 

same division. 

• No team will be allocated more than one court duty on any playing day. 

The Technical Delegate (Referees) will provide all court personnel for Grand Finals and Bronze Medal 

playoffs. 

8.6 UNIFORMS 

8.6.1 All teams are required to provide the Technical Delegate (Referees) with a digital photo of 

their captain’s shirt, a playing shirt, the libero shirt and the team shorts for approval by 

Friday 11th June 2010.  Any action required to fix any of these items is then to be taken by 

the participating teams prior to the General Technical Meeting when non-conforming 

uniform items will be checked. 

8.6.2 Numbers 1-18 are allowed. This may be extended if teams have more than 18 players in their 

squad but will be sequential (i.e. 19, 20, 21, 22, etc.). Where alternate playing shirts are used, 

players will retain the same playing number. 

8.6.3 All uniforms worn during a match will be the same (i.e. identical playing tops and pants and 

the same coloured and length of socks).  Where players’ names appear on their playing top, 
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all uniforms must display the players’ name (i.e. all with players names included or all 

without).  
8.6.4 Provision will be made for Libero players to wear immediately recognisable contrasting 

shirts, as per the FIVB Rules of the Game 2009-2012. The Libero shirt will carry the player’s 

playing number. 

8.6.5 Skins and compression garments are allowed to be worn, but must not be visible outside of 

the designated playing uniform, e.g. compression garment sleeves that are longer then the 

playing shirt sleeve are not permitted, also round neck compression garments are not 

allowed to be worn with v-neck playing uniforms. If, for medical reasons that you require the 

use of a compression garment and it is visible under the playing uniform, then a medical 

certificate, stating the medical diagnosis, is required to be given to Tournament Officials at 

Registration, prior to the commencement of the Opening Ceremony. The medical certificate 

is subject to AVF approval. 

8.6.6 Every violation of the uniform requirements identified by a Technical Delegate (Referees), 

Technical Delegate (Competition) or Competition Manager will result in a $50 fine per 

violation, payable to VA by the Member State prior to the conclusion of the Tournament. 
 

8.7 TEAM EQUIPMENT 

All teams will provide their own: 

• warm-up balls 

• adequate First Aid Kit 

99..  AAWWAARRDDSS  

9.1 TEAM AWARDS 

A Team Trophy is awarded to the winning team in each division.  

Gold, Silver and Bronze medals will be respectively awarded to each player and coach in the three 

top teams of each division.    

9.2 ALL STAR SEVEN AWARDS 

The All Star Seven Awards will be awarded to the 7 Best Performed Players in each division (see 

Section 1.2 for a description of the All Star Seven Committee’s duties). 

9.3 THE PRESIDENTS CUP 

The Presidents Cup is a perpetual trophy awarded to the Member State with the Highest Overall 

Achievement at the Tournament.  

The measurement of achievement is based on medals won, and is calculated as follows- 

Gold Medal:  3 points 

Silver Medal:  2 points 

Bronze Medal:  1 point 

In the event of a tie in the calculations for the Presidents Cup, the tied Member States will be 

separated using the following processes.  These processes are to be applied in the order listed and as 

soon as the tied Member States are separated by one of the processes, no subsequent processes are 

to be applied. 

In the event of equal points and a count back the President’s Cup shall be awarded as follows: 
 

1. The state which won the most gold medals or if equal…  

2. The state which won the most silver medals or if equal…  
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3. The state which had more teams competing in Championship division Grand finals and 

Bronze Playoffs or if equal…  

4. The state which won more matches at the Tournament in Champions Divisions.  

International teams cannot accumulate points towards the award of the Presidents Cup. 

9.4 PRESENTATION 

All awards will be presented at the Closing Ceremony.

10.1 MEDICAL SERVICES 

The local hospital will be informed of the dates and times of the Tournament. 

Teams will be provided with details of a local Sports Medicine Doctor or Clinic along with their 

contact numbers and addresses. 

An Approved First Aid Provider will be in attendance at each competition venue, during all games and 

official training sessions. 

A Physiotherapist or Qualified Sports Trainer, appointed by the Host State, will be in attendance at 

each competition venue, during all games and official training sessions. 

Teams or member states may choose to bring a physiotherapist to the Tournament. If this is the case 

the Member State should inform VA and VA should attempt to provide a suitable space within the 

venue for the physiotherapist to work. 

10.2 OFFICIAL PHOTOGRAPHER 

VA/the Host will appoint an Official Photographer to the Tournament. 

The photographer must be able to provide a range of photographic services, including, team photos, 

action shots and any other photos requested by VA. Both 35mm and Digital formats must be 

available. An area will be provided with Tournament signage, for official photos. 

1111..  TTOOUURRNNAAMMEENNTT  PPOOLLIICCIIEESS  

11.1 ALCOHOL / DRUG CONSUMPTION 

Smoking, drinking alcohol and taking of any illegal drug, is strictly forbidden during the Tournament. 

Any breach of this rule will result in the player being ejected from the Tournament.  

The player’s Home State will be notified, and the player returned home on the first available 

transport. Any additional expenses will be the responsibility of the player’s Home State. 

Tournament Personnel, Coaches and Referees are not permitted to smoke, drink alcohol or take any 

illegal drug while at the Tournament venue.  

Individual Member States should take responsibility for providing their adult representatives 

(coaches, team managers, referees and players above the age of 18) with direction on Alcohol and 

Drug Consumption while at the Tournament.  

11.2 DRUG POLICY 

The “VA Drug Policy” is applicable at this Tournament. A condition of nomination is that all athletes 

accept this policy of random drug testing. This policy should be downloaded from the VA website and 

communicated to all participants prior to attending the Tournament.

11.3 STEALING AND DAMAGE TO PROPERTY 

Any incidents of theft will result in the expulsion of the individual/s from the Tournament. Where 

appropriate, police intervention will be sought. 

11.4 BLOOD 

VA endorses the Australian Sports Medicine Federation Infectious Diseases Policy.  

Matches will not proceed if there is a bleeding player, or blood evident on equipment or the Field of 

Play. Should bleeding occur, the player will be removed from the game (per the rules concerning an 

injured player) and cannot return to the court until there is no evidence of blood or bleeding on the 

player or the court.  

11.5 PARTICIPANT CONDUCT 

Should a Player, Coach or Team Management incur two yellow cards during the course of the 

Tournament, they will be immediately suspended for their teams next scheduled match. Suspension 

means that the offender cannot be present in the playing hall, or its viewing galleries or stands, for 

the duration of the match.  

Should a player, coach or team management incur a red card during the course of the Tournament, 

they will be immediately suspended for their team’s next two (2) scheduled matches. Suspension 

means that the offender cannot be present in the playing hall, or its viewing galleries or stands, for 

the duration of the match. 

Should a Player, Coach or Team Management bring the game or the sport into disrepute they will be 

called before a Disciplinary Sub-Committee to explain their actions. The Committee will decide what 

action, if any, should be taken. Penalties range from a warning through to a fine and expulsion from 

the Tournament. 

11.6 FOOD AND DRINK 

No food of any description is to be consumed in the Competition Halls. Only drinks contained in re-

sealable sports drink bottles will be allowed in the Competition Halls. Offenders will be evicted from 

the Hall. 

11.7 CHILD PROTECTION 

Where applicable, all adult persons involved in the Tournament will be subject to, and comply with 

the “AVF Member Protection Policy” and all relevant State Child Protection Legislation. The Host 

State will inform all participants of the requirements of the state legislation. 

1122..  SSAANNCCTTIIOONNSS  

12.1 FAILURE TO ATTEND MEETINGS 

All Head of Delegations and Coaches must attend the General Technical Meeting (section 4.1).  

All Nominated Referees must attend the Referees Workshop, the General Technical Meeting (section 

4.1) and all daily referee briefings.  

A $50 fine per coach/referee will be imposed on the Member States for non attendance. 

12.2 UNIFORM VIOLATIONS 

Uniform violations will result in a $50 fine per violation, payable to VA by the Member State. 
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12.3 FAILURE TO PROVIDE REFEREES 

Member States failing to provide the calculated number of Nominated Referees to the Tournament 

(section 8.3) will be liable to a fine as determined by the VA Board, of not less than $1,000 per 

referee, payable to VA. Proxy referees will; be appointed where necessary. All fines will go to pay for 

the cost of bringing that referee to AJVC. 

12.4 FAILURE TO TAKE THE COURT (SECTION 8.1 PENALTIES) 

Any team (minimum of 8 players), which fails to take the court at the start of the match, as signalled 

by the 1st Referee, will be penalised with an on the spot fine. A sliding scale of fines will be 

implemented until the team arrives at the venue to play; 

Description Penalty 

Failure to take the court at the signalled start of the match by the 1st 

Referee. 

$150 

Failure to take the court after 15 minutes from the signalled start time. $300 

Failure to take the court after 30 minutes from the signalled start time. $600 

Failure to take the court after 45 minutes from the signalled start time. $1200 

Failure to take the court within 60 minutes of the signalled start time. $1850 plus 

forfeit game.

The Referee Delegate holds official AVRC and AJVC Organising Committee authority to solve problems and 

make determinations on formal protests occurring during the match in order to re-establish the situation in 

accordance with the FIVB and Championship regulations. 

 

A formal protest may only be lodged by the Coach of the team who believes that match officials have 

made an error under the FIVB Official Rules 2009-2012 as amended by AJVC Rules (i.e. 12 Substitution 

Rule) that will affect the outcome of the match. 

 

If a protest is upheld, the match is replayed from the stage immediately before the error occurred. In the 

format of the Australian Junior Volleyball Championships there is no scope for replaying matches at later 

times due to a protest made after the match being upheld.  

 

Therefore a system of “On the Spot” Protest resolution has been adopted. 

 

If a Coach wishes to lodge a formal protest they should immediately inform the second Referee (while the 

ball is out of play) who must immediately inform the 1st Referee.   

 

The 1st Referee will stop the game, step down from the stand and immediately consult the Referee 

Delegate on their court.  

 

The Referee Delegate will resolve the protest.  

 

Formal Protest 

A Coach through the match officials or directly to the Referee Delegate on their court can make a formal 

protest at any moment of a game (except while the ball is in play), as soon as they notice an improper 

situation or a decision not in accordance with the official rules and regulations. 

 

Such cases are: 

a) An improper decision by the Referee who did not apply the regulations or did not assume the 

consequences of his/her decisions; and / or 

b) An improper decision of the scorer who made a mistake on the rotational order or on the score. 

 

Improper cases  

A protest about a Referee's decision, which sanctions a playing action or misconduct, will be considered an 

improper case and will be immediately dismissed by the Referee Delegate. 

 

The coach who submits an improper case will be sanctioned by a personal sanction “penalty” (Yellow 

card). In case of repetition, the coach will be disqualified from the match and will have to leave the 

playing area. 

 

In the case of a protest concerning a Referee's decision, the Referee Delegate and the first Referee will 

meet to resolve the protest. 
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In the case of a protest concerning a scorer's decision, the Referee Delegate and the first Referee will meet 

to resolve the protest and can call the scorer to make a report. 

 

No other person can participate in meeting. However, the Referee Delegate can collect all information as 

deemed necessary. 

 

Interruption of the game 

As soon as the formal protest is made the game is interrupted. 

 

The first Referee authorises the teams to leave the playing court and come to the bench, but they are not 

allowed to leave the playing area. Players are allowed to use balls in the free zone. 

 

1. Examination of the Protest 

 

In the case of a protest concerning a Referee's decision, the Referee Delegate listens to the first Referee 

who makes a report on the well-founded reasons of their decision concerning the application of the 

regulations. 

 

According to the regulations in force, the Referee Delegate decides to: 

 

a) Reject the protest; or 

b) Accept the protest and the decision is overruled. 

 

If the case is not stated in the regulations, the Referee Delegate makes the decision. 

 

If the protest has been rejected, the game is resumed after having applied the Referee's decision or with 

the same position and the same score. The appropriate sanction is then applied. 

 

The first protest is rejected with a "Penalty" sanction (Yellow card), personal sanction against the Coach. 

 

If a second protest by the same Coach is rejected in the same match then the 1st Referee will sanction the 

Coach with disqualification (Red and yellow card held together), personal sanction against the coach for the 

match. 

 

Coaches may briefly discuss rule interpretations and or applications of the rules with the Referee Delegate 

on that court after the match. 

 

To resume the game 

The Referee Delegate’s decision is communicated to Referees, scorer, coaches and captains. 

 

If the protest has been rejected, the game is resumed after having applied the Referee's decision or with 

the same positions and same score; the appropriate sanction is then applied. 

 

If the Referee Delegate accepts the protest, the decision of the match Referee or the scorer is overruled.  

The game is resumed with the new positions and / or new scores.
